1. The idea of the “Universal Basic Income”(UBI) is widely discussed in many countries. What is
at issue? What are the pros and contras of UBI? Would such a measure help in reducing inequality?
How would you vote in a referendum if UBI would be proposed for implementation in your
country? What are the arguments behind your choice?

2. Joseph E. Stiglitz, a Nobel prizewinner in economics, argued in his commentary on the 2017
Hurricane Harvey that “markets on their own are incapable of providing the protection that
societies need. When markets fail, as they often do, collective action becomes imperative”. Both
markets and governments have been criticized for failing to provide much-needed responses for
various contingencies, including economic and political crises. What kind of collective action is
needed? What are its objectives? How can it be achieved? How can ordinary individuals make a
change? How can actual (i.e. selfish) politicians be induced to do the “right things™?

3. A renowned European political scholar and sociologist Claus Offe has argued that the “demand”
for legitimate state coercion as a “meta collective good” has substantially increased because of the

so-called “new threats”, growing interdependence, etc. However, its “supply” has decreased. What
are the causes of the “decrease of supply” of this “good”? What is this “good”? How is this “good”
created?

4. Today, some states can see their citizens (as well as foreign citizens) almost everywhere and hear
them at any given moment. The advanced technologies to process the data thus acquired have
become quite affordable. You are to assess the expansion of sensory



capacities of the modern state and its implications for the domain of politics and public
administration.

5. The recent electoral and referenda outcomes have been used by some scholars and pundits as
evidence to argue that ordinary voters should not be trusted with the right to determine critical
political decisions (for example, the Brexit), especially in the age of polarization. Same individuals
claim that the only the elites are to have this right. The tech-optimists claim that algorithms and
platforms can perform better. However, in 2019 Roger McNamee, a co-founder of Elevation
Partners and an early investor in Facebook, Google, and Amazon, warned against these hopes:
“...Sidewalk Labs, a subsidiary of Google’s parent company, Alphabet, offers to take over local
government services in exchange for control of public data and decision-making power. Whether by
design or by accident, this business model could gradually displace personal choice, and replace
local-level democracy with algorithms. ...They [Big Tech companies] are replacing self-
determination and algorithmic decision-making... Open societies cannot permit corporations to
behave this way.” Are these threats real? Should we care about the expansion of algorithms and
automation which are free from selfishness, partiality and emotions?

6. It is well known that those who borrow money are required to pay back. Is it equally true for an
individual and for a country? What is common and what is different in these two cases? Should the
answers to these questions be general or country-specific, and why so?

7. Friedrich A. Hayek concluded his 1949 essay “The Intellectuals and Socialism”
(https://mises.org/library/intellectuals-and-socialism) with a the following plea: “The main lesson
which the true liberal must learn from the success of the socialists is that it was their courage to be
utopian which gained them the support of the intellectuals and therefore an influence on public
opinion which is daily making possible what only recently seemed utterly remote. Those who have
concerned themselves exclusively with what seemed practicable in the existing state of opinion have
constantly found that even this had rapidly become politically impossible as the result of changes in
a public opinion which they have done nothing to guide — unless we can make the philosophic
foundations of a free society once more a living intellectual issue, and its implementation a task
which challenges the ingenuity and imagination of our liveliest minds. But if we can regain that
belief in the power of ideas which was the mark of liberalism at its best, the battle is not lost. The
intellectual revival of liberalism is already underway in many parts of the world. Will it be in
time?” Today pundits and some scholars once again warn of the deterioration of the liberal idea and
the rise of autocrats and the illiberal world order. What issues should “the true liberals” address
today? Is liberalism in need of the “intellectual revival”? What should be the utopian frontier of
liberalism today?
