1. Inthe 19" century, David Ricardo’s economic theory predicted that economic growth would stop
in the future, and it was a gloomy forecast. Nowadays, a “de-growth movement” is on the rise,
reflecting fear of economic growth. Whence such a change? Should contemporary societies
promote or curb it?

2. “History is a pack of lies agreed upon,” Napoleon once wrote. But what happens when this “pack
of lies” becomes contested? In the current day, collective memory in many countries has become
increasingly politicized, as statues, history books, tombs, and holidays related to objectionable, or
shameful, periods in history, have become the subject of much debate after perceptions have
changed over time. As modern citizens, what should our approach to these problematic periods of
history in the public realm be? Is there any reason for certain historical figures associated with
these difficult points in time to remain memorialized in public life, or should these be replaced by
more acceptable, modern alternatives?

3. In recent years, political movements that deny commonly-held “truths” regarding issues related
to election procedures, pandemic responses, and climate change have gained in prominence.
While their adherents have clear rights to freedom of speech and legal protections to organize
based on these beliefs, others argue that the consequences of such views represent fundamental
threats to the security of society as a whole. As democratic citizens, what should we make of
movements such as these, and what (if anything) should be done about them?

4. Today, many states have substantial numbers of immigrants who remain citizens of their mother
countries and usually enjoy the right to vote there. This category of voters is less dependent on
the decisions made by governments in their mother countries. From the viewpoint of principles of
democracy, should the immigrants still be allowed to vote abroad? On the contrary, is it
democratic to exclude them from the domestic electoral process? Consider two situations: when
immigrants have acquired the citizenship of a host country and when they have not.

5. In the Introduction to the novel “Mother Night,” Kurt Vonnegut, referring to his experience as
POV during WWII, concludes: “If I’d been born in Germany, I suppose | would have been a Nazi,
bopping Jews and gypsies and Poles around, leaving boots sticking out of snowbanks, warming
myself with my secretly virtuous insides.” IS everyone capable of evil? Does it matter if this is
evil on a grand or a small scale? If everyone is capable of evil, how can an individual stop short
of doing evil things? What can keep an individual from committing acts of evil? Should an
individual be kept from doing evil things even if it means putting external limits on his or her
freedoms and the freedoms of other individuals?

6. In the APSA Presidential Address, Jane Mansbridge argued that “the western democratic
tradition, anchored in resistance to kings, has focused too much on the possibilities and
actualities of tyranny and domination”. What have been the consequences of this orientation
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espoused by the Western political theory to domestic institutions and practices in democracies
and non-democracies worldwide? Has this orientation impacted international institutions and
practices?

In the opening paragraph of the essay titled “The Usefullness of Useless Knowledge” for the
Harpers magazine, American educator Abraham Flexner argued: “Is it not a curious fact that in a
world steeped in irrational hatreds which threaten civilization itself, men and women — old and
young — detach themselves wholly or partly from the angry current of daily life to devote
themselves to the cultivation of beauty, to the extension of knowledge, to the cure of disease, to
the amelioration of suffering, just as though fanatics were not simultaneously engaged in
spreading pain, ugliness, and suffering? The world has always been a sorry and confused sort of
place — yet poets and artists and scientists have ignored the factors that would, if attended to,
paralyze them. From a practical point of view, intellectual and spiritual life is, on the surface, a
useless form of activity, in which men indulge because they procure for themselves greater
satisfactions than are otherwise obtainable.” He then pondered on “the question of the extent to
which the pursuit of these useless satisfactions proves unexpectedly the source from which
undreamed-of utility is derived”. This essay was published in 1939. Based on your educational
background (presumably in the social sciences or the humanities or other domains of knowledge),
give examples and discuss the advances in the social sciences (with profound results for politics,
social life, etc.) made possible by “the pursuit of useless satisfactions”, i.e. scholars’ engagement
advancement of “useless knowledge”.
